New Acquisitions 
 Shortly after the first of the year we 
learned the Marshall County Clerk’s office 
had six banker boxes full of guardianship re-
cords that had been microfilmed and no 
longer needed to be stored by them as paper 
copies.  The usual protocol is to offer those to 
the State Archives, who hopefully turns them 
down and the records then come to a local 
facility like our Marshall County Museum 
which is well-prepared to carefully store such 
records.  Unfortunately for us and our re-
searchers, the personnel at the state archives 
decided to take the files to Indianapolis and 
deny the local research facility (at the mu-
seum) ownership.   
 Once all avenues for retaining the copies 
were exhausted, we reconsidered the situa-
tion and took a look at how the county is stor-
ing these records for themselves.  We are so 
excited to have learned how to purchase cop-
ies of those microfilms for the museum re-
search library.  These records cover the years 
1894-1939.  We are in the process of index-
ing those and will be able to add this resource 
for research.

Re-Discoveries 

The Catholic Church in Bourbon was named St. 
George.  It was attended by priests from other par-
ishes.  Those parishes were LaPorte, St. Michael’s of 
Plymouth, Sacred Heart of Warsaw, and St. Paul’s of 
Columbia City.  There is little written record of this con-
gregation or church building which is now a private 
home, so we were grateful to find that the Fort Wayne-
South Bend Diocese Archives have Catholic Church 
Directories which list this nearly forgotten church from 
1861-1896.

Grant County, Indiana 
If you have family in Grant County, Indiana-don’t miss 
this resource located in the old Carnegie part of the 
Library and on-line at: HTTP://GEN.MARION.LIB.IN.US 
The Marion Public Library’s (Grant County) web site for 
finding marriages, obituaries, and graves is a wonderful 
tool.   I learned about the site when I visited the library 
and used it before I tackled the microfilmed newspa-
pers.  I came away with all of the obituaries I was look-
ing for that day, a new list to look-up and information on 
how to request look-ups from the staff.   

 
Using the FamilySearch Site 

Through a quest for microfilm from the LDS-
FamilySearch Archives, we learned a “new to us” 
search technique.  This helps in the location of 
microfilms held by their library and the subjects of 
the microfilm.  From the site 
www.familysearch.org. Click on the Library tab. 
Under the tab Library click on “Family History Li-
brary Catalog.”  Choose Place Search, type in the 
name of the place you wish to research (do not 
use the word County).  You will see a list of the 
types of records that they have available for that 
area.  The museum used this site to order some 
microfilmed church records.
